• FY 23, fuel flowage fee revenue: $23,709.50, based on 
244,996 total gallons of aviation fuel.  

• With a $0.10 fuel flowage fee, and based on historical 
levels of fuel sold, the Airport estimates this will generate 
an additional $23,709.50 in FY24, for a total $47,419.
