1. The Paving Contractor Panel is used when PW staff are not
available to meet the project schedule

2. The RPU Board approves expenditures over $50,000

3. Staff prepare construction documents, Purchasing Manager
invites the Paving Contractor Panel to submit bids, then
awards to the lowest responsive panel bidder
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DISCUSSION

1. Construction costs are increasing

since it was established
