BACKGROUND (CONTINUED)
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1. An existing adopted / posted “No Parking 

between the hours of 8:00 a.m. to 3:00 p.m. 

Monday - Friday, except holidays” PPZ is in 

place on Abilene Rd. from Cimarron Rd. to 

Laramie Rd.; and

2. Public Works received a petition from 100% 

(6 of 6) of residents on both sides of 

Abilene Rd. from Cimarron Rd. to the north 

side of Shenandoah Rd. requesting 

removal of this segment of the existing PPZ.  

DISCUSSION
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1.Residents indicate that the existing PPZ: 

a) Was established years ago to address 

overflow parking from Poly High School 

which is no longer a concern due to their 

southerly position within the roadway 

segment; 

b) Is an inconvenience and causes issues with 

spontaneous guest visits; 

c) Is costly to residents; and 

d) Is no longer needed.
