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RECOMMENDATIONS

Staff recommends that the Planning Commission recommend that the City Council:

1. DETERMINE that the proposed project will not have a significant effect on the environment
based on the findings set forth in the case record and adopt a Mitigated Negative
Declaration (MND) and Mitigation Monitoring and Reporting Program (MMRP), pursuant
to Section 21081.6 of the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) Guidelines; and

2. APPROVE Planning Cases P18-0020 (Zoning Code Amendment), P18-0022 (Conditional Use
Permit), and P18-0023 (Design Review), based on the attached findings and subject to the
recommended conditions (Exhibits 1 and 2).

SITE BACKGROUND

The 12.88-acre project site consists of a single vacant parcel (Exhibit 3). The property contains a
riparian drainage feature located along the south property line and has an average natural slope
of 9.5 percent. The terrain slopes downward approximately 40 feet from the northeast to the
southwest corners of the site. Surrounding land uses include single-family residences to the north,
south, and east; and automobile repair facilities and single family residences to the west. All of the
existing single-family residential development to the northeast, southeast, and southwest is in
unincorporated Riverside County area, developed under County standards.

As a matter of information, this property was annexed into the City on November 16, 1999
(Annexation #86) and has been granted multiple entitlements, which have since expired:

e On September 4, 1990, City Council approved a Conditional Use Permit to establish a 77-
unit mobile home park (CU-003-901). The applicant did not proceed with the project, and
the Conditional Use Permit expired.

e OnNovember 18, 1999, City Council approved Tentative Tract Map No. 28453 to subdivide
the subject parcel into 47 single-family residential lots. The applicant did not proceed with
the project and the map expired in May 2002.

e OnJune 5, 2001, City Council approved a Conditional Use Permit for a mobile home park
consisting of 77-units (CU-053-001). The applicant did not proceed with the project, and
the Conditional Use Permit expired.

PROPOSAL

The applicant is requesting approval of a Zoning Code Amendment to rezone the 12.88-acre
project site from the R-1-7000 - Single-Family Residential Zone to the R-1-7000-MH - Single-Family
Residential and Mobile Home Park Overlay Zones. Approval of a Conditional Use Permit and
Design Review are also requested to permit ground leases for 99 mobile home spaces. The
Tentative Tract Map to establish a one lot mobile home park for condominium purposes is no
longer a part of the project.

The proposed leasable mobile home spaces range in size from 2,418 to 3,500 square feet. Each
mobile home space will offer parking for two cars and a total of 20 guest parking spaces will serve
the site. Common open space, totaling 27,997 square feet, is proposed and includes of a tot lot,
a dog run, picnic/lounge areas, and a 13,590 square foot recreation area consisting of a pool
and spa, barbecue area, and restrooms at the southeast corner of the site.

Access will be provided via a single two-way driveway on Center Street. Two drive aisles, and a
series of private driveways within the complex will provide access to the individual units. A six-foot
high, split-face block wall is proposed around the north, east, and west sides of the property. Vinyl
fencing is proposed inside the park to separate the mobile home space. There is no perimeter wall
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or fence proposed along the south drainage feature. Staff recommends a condition of approval

requiring decorative pilasters along Center Street.

The General Plan 2025 Land Use designation of MDR - Medium
Density Residential is consistent with the proposed R-1-7000-MH -
Single Family Residential and Mobile Home Park Overlay Zones. The
Medium Density Residential land use designation provides for the
development of single-family homes, town houses, and row houses
(Exhibit 4).

The project is consistent with General Plan 2025 Land Use and
Urban Design Element Objectives, Goals, and Policies and furthers
the intent of the General Plan 2025 through consistency with the
following objectives:

e Objective LU-89: Accommodate flexible design to provide
for superior development in single family residential
developments based upon good planning principles and
to promote the general welfare of the neighborhood and
maximum benefit to the environment.

Zoning Code Land Use Consistency (Title 19)

The applicant requests approval of a Zoning Code Amendment to
apply the MH - Mobile Home Park Overlay Zone to the site to allow
the development of a mobile home park (Exhibit 5). The proposed
R-1-7000-MH - Single Family Residential and Mobile Home Park
Overlay Zones is consistent with the existing MDR — Medium Density
Residential Land Use Designation. The proposed project complies
with the applicable development standards prescribed by the
Zoning Code.

Compliance with Citywide Design & Sign Guidelines

The proposed project meets the objectives of the Citywide Design
Guidelines for new residential development related to building
siting and orientation, parking layout, landscaping, and lighting. As
proposed and conditioned, the proposed project is consistent with
the Citywide Design Guidelines.

As a matter of information, the design of the mobile homes are not
included in the scope of the Design Review application.

Title 25 (Housing and Community Development) of the California Code of Regulations

In 2006, review and permitting authority for individual mobile home units within mobile home parks
was transferred from local jurisdictions to the California Department of Housing and Community
Development. Site development standards for individual mobile home spaces, including lot width
and depth, lot coverage, building setbacks and height, building separation, fencing, internal
circulation system, private yards, and accessory structures are governed by State law.
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FINDINGS SUMMARY
Zoning Code Map Amendment and Conditional Use Permit

Rezoning the property to apply the Mobile Home Park Overlay Zone to the underlying R-1-7000-
Single Family Residential Zone will facilitate the development of a mobile home park compatible
with the surrounding neighborhood.

The proposed mobile home park is an appropriate use for the neighborhood and will serve as a
transition between the surrounding single-family residential neighborhoods, and the light industrial
uses. The project will not be detrimental to the health, safety, or general welfare of the public or
surrounding area. Additionally, the site has been designed with adequate vehicular access and
internal circulation. For the reasons stated above, staff can support the Zoning Code Map
Amendment and Conditional Use Permit.

ENVIRONMENTAL REVIEW

A Mitigated Negative Declaration (MND) and a Mitigation, and Monitoring Reporting Program
(MMRP) have been prepared for this project in accordance with Section 15074 of the California
Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) Guidelines (Exhibit 8).

The property contains a riparian drainage feature located along the south property line. The
project has been designed to avoid the existing riparian drainage, with the exception of the
detention basin outlet, which requires the installation of a pipe and dissipater within the drainage
channel at the southwest corner of the project site. Since 100 percent avoidance was not
possible, a Determination of Biologically Equivalent or Superior Preservation (DBESP) Report (Exhibit
9) was prepared. The California Department of Fish and Wildlife (CDFW) and U.S. Fish and Wildlife
Service (USFWS) reviewed the DBESP and requested that a Conservation Easement be recorded
to preserve the riparian drainage in its current condition in perpetuity. Thus, Mitigation Measure
BIO-3 addresses the agencies request. Additionally, Mitigation Measure Bio-5 was added to clarify
that the applicant is required to satisfy permit requirements with U.S. Army Corp of Engineers
(USACE), Regional Water Quality Board (RWQB), and CDFW.

In summary, the CEQA documentation states the proposed project will not have a significant
effect on the environment, subject to implementation of the Mitigation Monitoring and Reporting
Program (MMRP).

PUBLIC NOTICE AND COMMENTS

Public hearing notices were mailed to property owners within 300 feet of the site. A Notice of Intent
to Adopt a Mitigated Negative Declaration was published in the Press-Enterprise and mailed to
the list of agencies and interested parties. As of the writing of this report, no responses have been
received by Planning Staff.

APPEAL INFORMATION

Actions by the City Planning Commission, including any environmental finding, may be appealed
to the City Council within ten calendar days after the decision. Appeal filing and processing
information may be obtained from the Planning Department Public Information Section, 3rd Floor,
City Hall.

Proposed maodifications to the
approved design shall be submitted to the Planning Division and shall include revised
Exhibits and a narrative description of the proposed modifications. The Applicant is
advised that an additional application and fee may be required.

2. The proposed project shall be developed and operated substantially as described in the
text of this Staff Report and as shown on the plot plan on file with this case, except for any
specific modifications that may be required by these conditions of approval.

3. The Applicant is advised that the business or use for which this Conditional Use Permit is
granted cannot be legally conducted on the subject property until all conditions of
approval have been met to the satisfaction of the Planning Division.

4. Signs shall be permitted in accordance with Chapter 19.620 of the Zoning Code. Any new
signs, including exterior building mounted, monument, and window signs, shall be subject
to separate review and assessment. A separate sign application, including fees and
additional sets of plans, will be necessary prior to sign permit issuance.

6. Grading Plan: Revise the grading plan such that the plans provided for grading permit plan
check incorporate the following changes:

a. Height of retaining and screen walls along the perimeter of the project site shall comply
with the maximum height requirements as provided in the Zoning Code.

7. A 40-scale precise grading plan shall be submitted to the Planning Division and shall
include the following:

a. Hours of construction and grading activity are limited to between 7:00 a.m. and 7:00
p.m. weekdays and 8:00 a.m. and 5:00 p.m. Saturdays. No construction noise is
permitted on Sundays or Federal holidays;

b. Compliance with City-adopted interim erosion control measures;

c. Compliance with any applicable recommendations of a qualified soils engineer to
minimize potential soil stability problems;

8. Vegetation clearing should be conducted outside of the nesting season, which is generally
identified as February 1 through September 15. If avoidance of the nesting season is not
feasible, then a qualified biologist shall conduct a nesting bird survey within three days
prior to any disturbance of the site, including disking, demolition activities, and grading. If
active nests are identified, the biologist shall establish suitable buffers around the nests,
and the buffer areas shall be avoided until the nests are no longer occupied and the
juvenile birds can survive independently from the nests.

9. Mitigation Measure BIO-3: Prior to the issuance of a grading permit, the applicant shall
record a Restrictive Covenant pursuant to California Department of Fish and Wildlife
(CDFW) requirements to preserve the riparian drainage in its current condition in
perpetuity. Construction, planting, dumping, filling, and similar activities will be prohibited
within the area covered under the Restrictive Covenant. Activities within the drainage will
be limited to those allowed by the CDFW that preserve and enhance native species, their
habitat, and natural communities, in a manner consistent with habitat conservation
purposes.

10. Mitigation Measure BIO-4: Prior to the issuance of a grading permit, the applicant shall
coordinate with the USACE to determine if jurisdiction will be asserted over the riparian
drainage under the Federal Clean Water Act (CWA) Section 404. If U.S. Fish and Wildlife
Service (USACE) jurisdiction over the riparian drainage is asserted, the applicant shall
provide evidence that USACE has issued a CWA Section 404 permit, the Regional Water
Quality Control Board (RWQCB) has issued a CWA Section 401 certification, and that
applicable USACE permit and RWQCB certification requirements have been satisfied prior
to the issuance of a grading permit. If the riparian drainage is not subject to USACE
jurisdiction, the applicant shall comply with applicable Waste Discharge Requirements
(WDR) established by the RWQCB under the California Porter-Cologne Water Quality
Control Act (Porter-Cologne Act).

Prior to the issuance of a grading permit, the applicant shall obtain a Streambed Alteration
Agreement administered by the CDFW pursuant to California Fish and Game Code
Section 1600 for the 0.67 acre of the stream comprising both the bed-and-bank and
associated wildlife habitat.

11. Mitigation Measure BIO-5: Prior to the issuance of grading permits, the applicant shall
satisfy (as required), USACE, RWQCB, and CDFW permit requirements.

12. Mitigation Measure CUL-1: Prior to grading permit issuance, if there are any changes to
project site design and/or proposed grades, the Applicant and the City shall contact
interested tribes to provide an electronic copy of the revised plans for review. Additional
consultation shall occur between the City, developer/applicant, and interested tribes to
discuss any proposed changes and review any new impacts and/or potential
avoidance/preservation of the cultural resources on the project site.

14. Mitigation Measure CUL-5: A paleontologist shall be hired to develop a Paleontological
Resource Impact Mitigation Program (PRIMP) for this project. The PRIMP shall include the
methods that will be used to protect paleontological resources that may exist within the
project area, as well as procedures for monitoring, fossil preparation and identification,
curation into a repository, and preparation of a report at the conclusion of grading.

a. Excavation and grading activities in deposits with high paleontological sensitivity (very
old alluvial-fan deposits) shall be monitored by a paleontological monitor in
accordance with the PRIMP. No monitoring is required for excavations in soil with no
paleontological sensitivity (Artificial Fill).

i. If paleontological resources are encountered during the course of ground
disturbance, the paleontological monitor shall have the authority to temporarily
redirect construction away from the area of the find in order to assess its
significance.

ii. Collected resources shall be prepared to the point of identification, identified to
the lowest taxonomic level possible, cataloged, and curated into the permanent
collections of a scientific institution.

Mitigation Measure BIO-1: If grading or construction activities are planned during the bird
nesting season (February 1 to August 31), a nesting bird survey shall be conducted for five
consecutive days no more than three days prior to any ground-disturbing activities,
including, but not limited to clearing, grubbing, and/or rough grading, to ensure birds
protected under the MBTA are not disturbed by on-site activities. Any such survey(s) shall
be conducted by a qualified biologist. If no active nests are found, no additional actions
related to this measure are required. If active nests are found, the nest locations shall be
mapped by the biologist. The nesting bird species shall be documented and, to the
degree feasible, the nesting stage (e.g., incubation of eggs, feeding of young, or near
fledging) determined. Based on the species present and surrounding habitat, a no-
disturbance buffer shall be established around each active nest. The buffer shall be
identified by a qualified biologist and confirmed by the City; non-raptor bird species nests
shall be buffered up to 280 feet, while raptor nests shall be buffered up to 820 feet. No
construction or ground disturbance activities shall be conducted within the buffer until the
biologist has determined the nest is no longer active and has informed the City and
construction supervisor that activities may resume.

Mitigation Measure BIO-2: No burrowing owls or features potentially occupied by
burrowing owls were detected on the project or adjacent areas during the August 2017
survey. Because the burrowing owl is a mobile species and site conditions may change,
a pre-construction survey would be required within 30 days prior to beginning of site
grading, per the MSHCP Burrowing Owl Survey Guidelines Section 6.3.2. If burrowing owls
are found to be present at that time, the California Department of Fish and Wildlife
(CDFW), United States Fish and Wildlife Services (USFWS), and the Riverside Conservation
Authority (RCA) will be notified within three days. A burrowing owl relocation and
protection plan will be developed and approved by all three agencies. Relocation and
protection measures shall be completed pursuant to the plan prior to the start of ground
disturbance activities. No further action is required if the 30-day pre-construction survey
does not result in burrowing owl sign or observation.

iv. At the completion of grading, excavation and ground disturbing activities on the
site a Phase IV Monitoring Report shall be submitted to the City documenting
monitoring activities conducted by the project Archaeologist and Native Tribal
Monitors within 60 days of completion of grading. This report shall document the
impacts to the known resources on the property; describe how each mitigation
measure was fulfiled; document the type of cultural resources recovered and the
disposition of such resources; provide evidence of the required cultural sensitivity
training for the construction staff held during the required pre-grade meeting; and,
in a confidential appendix, include the daily/weekly monitoring notes from the
archaeologist. All reports produced shall be submitted to the City of Riverside,
Eastern Information Center and interested tribes.

Construction and operation activities on the property shall be subject to the City’s Noise
Code (Title 7), which limits construction noise to 7:00 a.m. to 7:00 p.m. weekdays, and 8:00
a.m. to 5:00 p.m. Saturdays. No construction noise is permitted on Sundays or federal
holidays.

The proposed project shall comply with all existing State Water Quality Control Board and
City storm water regulations, including compliance with National Pollutant Discharge
Elimination System (NPDES) requirements related to construction and operation measures
to prevent erosion, siltation, transport of urban pollutants, and flooding.

The Construction Contractor shall place all stationary construction equipment so that
emitted noise is directed away from sensitive receptors nearest the proposed project site.

The Construction Contractor shall locate equipment staging in areas that will create the
greatest distance between construction-related noise sources and noise-sensitive
receptors nearest the proposed project site during all construction.

To reduce construction related particulate matter air quality impacts of the proposed
project, the following measures shall be required:

a. Dust generation shall be controlled as required by the AQMD;

b. Trucks hauling soll, dirt or other emissive materials shall have their loads covered with a
tarp or other protective cover as determined by the City Engineer;

c. All contractors shall equip all construction equipment, fixed or mobile, with properly
operating and maintained mufflers consistent with manufacturers’ standards;

d. Streets shall be swept at the end of the day if visible soil material is carried onto
adjacent paved public roads;

e. Trucks and other equipment leaving the site shall be washed;
f. All disturbed/loose soil shall be kept moist at all times;

g. Grading activities shall be suspended when wind speeds exceed 25 miles per hour;
and

h. A 15 mile-per-hour speed limit shall be enforced on unpaved portions of the
construction site.

To reduce diesel emissions associated with construction, construction contractors shall
provide temporary electricity to the site to eliminate the need for diesel-powered electric
generators, or provide evidence that electrical hook ups at construction sites are not cost
effective or feasible.
