* These surveys include consideration of prevailing speeds,
accident data, unusual conditions not readily apparent to
motorists, residential density, and pedestrian and bicyclist safety
and are performed in accordance with the CVC and CA
Manual of Uniform Traffic Conftrol Devices (MUTCD) and enable
both establishment and enforcement of the posted speed limif
on City sireefs.
