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o Perform an audit of the City’s basic financial statements as of and for the year ended 
June 30, 2018.

o The objective of an audit of financial statements is to express an opinion that the basic 
financial statements are presented fairly in conformity with generally accepted 
accounting principles (GAAP).

o The audit was performed in accordance with auditing standards generally accepted in 
the United States and Government Auditing Standards.

o Those standards require that we plan and perform the audit to obtain reasonable 
assurance about whether the basic financial statements are free of material 
misstatement.

Auditor Responsibilities

(1) Opinion on the City’s basic financial statements – GFOA submission - Unmodified

(2) Opinion on the City’s Electric Enterprise Fund - Unmodified

(3) Opinion on the City’s Water Enterprise Fund - Unmodified

(4) Opinion on the Successor Agency financial statements - Unmodified

(5) Opinion on the Public Financing Authority financial statements – Unmodified

(6) Opinion on City’s  compliance with Air Quality Management District requirements

(7) Agreed-upon procedures report related to the City’s GANN Limit calculation

(8) Single audit and required opinions (federal grants). Includes opinions on internal control 
over financial reporting and on compliance and for each major program – unmodified.

(9) Auditor communications to the City Council summarizing the audit results.

o Accounting practices – adoption of or changes in accounting policies, alternative
