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PROJECT BACKGROUND

1. On August 7, 2023, the Public Works Department was awarded an Active
Transportation Program Cycle VI grant application to connect multiple points
of historic interest in the Downtown and adjoining areas to create a Riverside
Civil Rights Walk

2. On December 12, 2023, City Council authorized the Public Works Department
to accept of an additional $876,000 in grant funds (total project cost of
$3,216,000) for the Civil Rights Walk

3. On November 5, 2025, Bid No. 8209 for the construction of the Riverside Civil
Rights Walk Project (Project) was posted on Planet Bids seeking prospective
bidders to construct improvements

4. On December 2, 2025, three (3) bids were received for the construction of the
Project (Attachment 3). The lowest responsive and responsible bid was
received from Universal Construction and Engineering of Palm Desert,
California, in the amount of $2,711,717.16, which is 3.47% below the original
