2.62.030 Powers, Duties and Functions. 

The powers, duties and functions of the Transportation Board are as follows:  

A. Advise the City Council with respect to on-street and off-street parking of vehicles.  

B. Advise the City Council with respect to the regulation of traffic on City streets.  

C. Annually review Public Works Department proposed Capital Improvements Projects, 
including traffic signal construction, and make recommendations to the City Council.  

D. Review proposed amendments to the Circulation and Community Mobility Element of 
the General Plan and make recommendations to the Planning Commission and the 
City Council.  

E. Annually review the City's Traffic Signal Synchronization Master Plan and make 
recommendations to the City Council.  

F. Explore neighborhood traffic calming alternatives and make recommendations to the 
City Council.  

G. Review speed limits, major road closures, grade crossings and other traffic operation 
and circulation matters and make recommendations to the City Council, when 
requested.  

H. Perform other functions and duties as may be directed by the City Council.
